You can create a reroute set automatically by selecting these plays and using them as they are or by modifying them to match your requirements.

To expand a Playbook category and view a list of plays, click the plus sign (+) icon to its left or double-click the folder name. 


(
When the category is expanded the plus sign changes to a minus sign (-) icon.


(
 In the preceding example, the Airports category was expanded to display the available plays.

Whether you import or manually define your routes, the reroute detail appears in these grids. 

 
Note: The Edit Reroute dialog box is similar to the Create Reroute dialog box but when you open it (from Select Reroutes) the Route Grid is filled with the information from the selected reroute.

Once you have created the reroute set and filled out the required fields in the Advisory section, you can use the email function to send the reroute set as an advisory or general message.
