Events of Test

Ed Cocoran introduced the test to the members at the command center and one user (Tim Matezewsky – UAL). He inquired if anyone had any equipment problems. None were noted.  There were six goals posted for this test. Goals #4 and #6 were removed in that they have already been tested with high confidence. 

Then the test began with Brian Compos explaining the FCA and briefing on the allowable routes. The advisory was faxed to the users. He input the FCA (5 were used) information in the ETMS and allowed user input. Users were then assigned to an FCA. Playbooks and other routes were discussed. Other users were now joining the test after a phone problem was figured out. All agreed that the playbook symbols were adequate for their purposes and more definition was not necessary.

Feedback 


A concern was brought up by one user to include the P times for the advisory. They could then know which flights were included in the advisory. Much discussion followed.


Another concern is whether the reroutes will create an enroute congestion problem.


Users questioned if they can comply with this information on a timely manner. It took 15 minutes to deal with only two flights based on the advisory. They will be testing this problem internally themselves.


Many stated that the test was a valuable benefit to them.


Need to move the times out to about three hours to catch more useable flights.


To evaluate the time required to use the FCA concept more CCSD training is needed.


Need to include a moving FCA.


Test concluded and 1600 LCL.
