GoTo / Telcon Meeting

August 14, 2008

Executive Summary

The GoTo / Telcon meeting of the Ground Delay Program Enhancement (GDPE) Workgroup (WG) was conduced on August 14, 2008. Attendees are listed at the end of this meeting summary. 

Key objectives of the meeting were to discuss Route Out credit, formulate an agenda for the CDM breakout meeting, and receive an update from the Data Quality Subgroup.

Introduction

Ed Gannon welcomed everyone to the GDPE telcon and reviewed the agenda for the meeting. Mark Libby was introduced as the new FAA lead for Traffic Flow Manager User Team (TUT). 
Mark Libby discussed his plans to re-organize the FAA leads within TUT to provide an alternative lead for each team. This will help when leads leave or move to different CDM teams. Each team lead will work with Mark to complete action items and keep the group on track. Mark would like to see more input from the users. There will be bi-monthly CDM Strategy Sessions with different topics and members to discuss different and new ideas.
The CDM meeting in September will include the usual breakout meeting; however, Mark will split up the groups differently this time. All teams will be mixed together with different topics to discuss. The main goal is to generate new feedback and discussion points. 

AFP Route-Out Credit

The WG discussed a few issues with route-out credit. An analysis was done on historical routes. The issue occurs if a new route is used for a few days, Enhanced Traffic Management System (ETMS) will see the route as frequently used. This needs to be further discussed on how it needs to be resolved.

There as further discussion on the automation for users to file early intent for multiple flights. The WG was not sure how far the automation was. They will continue this discussion next meeting.

There is a bug fix that is scheduled for February. Currently there is a lead time of three hours. The issue occurs when an Airspace Flow Program (AFP) is issued and a flight is four hours away from its take-off time but the AFP is already two hours in. This means the flight needs to file early intent seven hours before the flight to get credit. There needs to be a solution for everyone to use to utilize route-out credit.

The known bug allocating route-out credit in Adaptive Compression is scheduled to be fixed in February 2009.

DQ Subgroup

The Data Quality Subgroup was created to find a way to analysis different flight data. If there is a problem with a flight, there is only one way to search. Currently flights can only be searched one at a time. Ken Howard gave a presentation, located at the end of the document, on a mockup of filtering multiple flights at a time. The data would provide a large group of flight data that can be downloaded. This allows the analyzer to drill down deeper into what they are looking for. It will only supply your airline’s data. The WG would like to see added to the mock up:
· Individual flight number (able to search over multiple days)

· A dropdown to select one or two sub carriers or only Major

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The Report Card was discussed. It should be broken down into further sub-categories to grade each one separately. Ken Howard will submit the proposed request. Next Data Quality meeting will be held September 10 at 1300 Eastern.

Communication Dealing with Software Failures that Impact Substitution Processes
There is an issue with getting information out to customers about any outages. A couple of weeks ago there was an issue with subs not going through. The ETMS messages were being dropped at the Traffic Flow Management (TFM) Production Center (TPC). The CDM messages were also being affected by the outage. It was clarified this was a miss- diagnosis. When they found out what it was, it was posted on the TCA website. It was suggested to use OIS instead. Currently alerts are posted at the bottom of the page. The WG would like to investigate to see if outages can be posted at the top of the page or move the Advisory section closer to the top. 
There was a concern with the customers that the issue was not being further investigated. The phone numbers on the page were incorrect, so they were not able to get through to help with the problem. There needs to be better communication. Ed said he would talk to the NOM to see what the process is in updating OIS. A recommendation needs to be sent to CSG about posting an urgent message at the top of OIS.
