Possible Items for Spring 2002

1. Dialog box for list requests on CCSD

2. Ability to sort P and S flights separately

3. Airline can create an FCA on the CCSD
4. Airline query for a route encountering overloaded sectors

5. Airline could ask for the expected delay for a flight
6. GA gets access to ETMS demand predictions. (Could be CCSD via Internet or some other idea)

7. Early Intent – Mechanism for submitting a route for getting information.  Mechanism for Airlines to check what is in the historical file and show where airlines are really intending to show.  Updating messages – CDM route message to update route information.

8. Clear directive to the ARTCCs that ETMS Customized Profiles need to be update and maintained.  Validation from facility that the action has been looked at and completed and certified.  

9. Create a common data base that will cross over ETMS/URET/CRCT/
10. Training and Procedures needed.

11. CIWS availability: Current version doesn’t include growth and decay.  To be effective this needs to be added.

Work is ongoing to provide growth and decay of storms.  It is possible that we will see differences in the NCWF in terms of the growth and decay of storms.
