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Introduction

During periods severe weather enroute the ATCSCC issues advisories on reroutes.  These advisories are generated via the ATCSCC advisory system and are printed in the AOC’s.   The route has to be loaded into the airline computer before the dispatcher can issue a flight plan to the flight.  This is very time consuming and causes delays to the effected flights.  These reroutes cause problems on the ATC side also.  Automating the process will help the workload on the ATC side during severe weather.

The Reroute Advisory Team (RAT) is looking for a way to automate this process.  If a machine-readable advisory can be developed it would simplify this process.  To this end here are the requirements needed by the airlines.

Requirements

Users:

The advisory must produce a list of flights effected by the route. The data the users need is:

· Flight number

· City pair

· Date/Time of flight

· Define effected flights


The advisory must have a standard Protocol.  The protocol recommended by the ATCSCC is XML.

The Advisory should have standardized format.  Effective time should be based on Scheduled Gate Time of Departure (SGTD)

The assigned route

· Structured – Full text

· Unstructured – exclusion

FAA:

· All the above under airlines

· Flights by center

· Time sort by SGTD
