Telcon Notes:

1. Introduction 

     Tom Fahey, industry co-chair made introductions. Danny Sims was introduced as the FAA co-chair of the WAWG, replacing Dave Rodenhuis who retired.  Fred Hayoz has taken over as AUATAC support, replacing Ken Mullen who moves on to head the TAC effort in TFM modernization.

2. 2005 CCFP New Training Format

Status of the FAA version of CCFP 2005 Training developed for FAA personnel was provided by Scott Fox and Mark Phaneuf.  Scott Fox reported that ATC representatives will receive training at SCC on Feb 1 and 3.

2 Industry representatives: Randy Baker, UPS and Robb Kaczmarek, UAL had volunteered, at the Industry Meteorology Group Nov 04 monthly telcon, to review 2005 CCFP Trng module from an Airline Meteorology perspective.  Randy Baker reported that he had reviewed the document and had no requested changes. Tim Matuszewski, the industry lead for CDM training, reported that the WAWG has done a good job of carrying forward the CCFP training.  The FAA training package looks good but he recommends adding more screen shots of the CCFP as shown on the CCSD. 

It was agreed on the telcon to go with only one training package, geared toward the FAA, but adaptable by industry. Industry representatives would adjust as required to meet their individual internal training needs. It was pointed out that the notes sections of the power point training package should be reviewed to see the full training instructions.

Mark Phaneuf is the POC for tweaks to the package.  Any final industry input should be sent to Mark Phaneuf with a copy to Tim Matuszewski by January 19. Dave Fleming was to relay that info to Robb Kaczmarek.
Industry training will be one day (8 Mar & 9 Mar) at the Command Center (Steve McMann).

With the new CCFP available on March 1, Danny noted that the training material needs to be available to industry prior to this date.  It was agreed that the FAA version will be distributed to the industry dispatch groups on or before 01 Feb 2005.

Tim agreed to place the material on the CDM training web site as soon as the material is available.  This will be followed with an e-mail on the exploder notifying industry of the material.

It was noted that the material should also be on the AWC web site.

Fred Johnson &  Mark Phaneuf to see that the training package is on the AWC web site.

Tom Fahey agreed to distribute the training module to the members of the Industry Meteorology Group.  

3.  WAWG 2005 Issues

2005 User Needs Document:

Tom Fahey led this discussion.  

Document Finalized:

With the change to emphasis on “solid”, “medium” and “sparse” on the CCFP legend rather than percentage of coverage, the document is considered complete.  

Formal Delivery of CCFP Specifications by FAA to NWS 

In mid December a paper, authored earlier in the year by Mike Golibersuch’s, describing in detail the graphical changes to the 2005 CCFP was distributed by the FAA to NWS. The question was asked if the NWS needed anything further specifications regarding the CCFP 2005 changes for their internal technical changes.  There was no response at this time.  Since this process was agreed at the Dec 04 WAWG meeting with Jack May, Director NWS AWC, issue was closed.

Kevin is working on the official FAA document that will be sent to NWS describing FAA’s CCFP requirements for the CCFP product. Kevin’s goal is to be completed by the end of January, for delivery to the NWS by mid-February.

Tom Fahey asked for clarification regarding FAA’s source of  CCFP requirements info. Kevin indicated that the requirements will refer only to the User Needs document. As a result it was agreed that there is no need to run the FAA requirement’s document by the entire WAWG.  Danny and Tom will review it and approve or disapprove prior to distribution to NWS by FAA.

2005 Draft Plans

Danny Sims led this discussion.  He noted that there are rumors concerning the continuance of the WAWG, but also noted that all working groups are being reviewed.  The Draft Plans presented represent a 6-9 month time frame, not unrestricted goals.  Danny & Tom want to pull in operational users to interact with the Weather subgroups.  This is one of the reasons why the telcon was a joint meeting of the WAWG and the Industry Meteorology Group.

For the CCFP Applications Subgroup, the effort is to get feed back from actual CCFP use in order to establish a baseline.  The goal is a concept of operations this year.  Jim Evans noted that this is a substantial change from what the CCFP Applications Subgroup put out.  Mark Huberdeau asked if this group could meet during the CTFM meeting, Feb 1&2.  A decision was deferred.  Danny and Tom will meet with Jim Ries and Lorne Cass on Feb 1 to discuss the future of the WAWG.

For the CCFP Evolution Subgroup, it will look at forecast products and summarize their features, strengths and weaknesses.  This assessment is due by the May 2005 CTFM meeting.

For the Verification Subgroup, a question is: Are current statistics the most appropriate.  For producers and users, the statistics may be different.   Users statistics may be more difficult to measure.

For the Terminal Environment, this activity was introduced by the briefings at the Daytona Beach meeting.  The presentations made by Jack May on NWS product concepts, Dave Rodenhuis on Hourly Hub fcsts by CWSU’s and Jim Evans on ITWS at the Daytona meeting in December should be posted. [Note: the presentations are on the CDM WAWG web site]

The question of why only convective weather at terminal was asked.  The WAWG could expand its efforts if there is more support from more users.  The answer is that the users expressed to the WAWG as recently as the Memphis industry meeting Nov 2004 to concentrate on convective weather.

The comment was made that the deliverables from the subgroups should be more than just a report.

Feed back on 2005 Draft Plans are due to Danny and Tom by Wednesday, Jan 26.

2005 Meeting Schedule

Because of multiple conflicts, the meeting on February 9 and 10 at the AWC was rescheduled for February 23 and 24 at the AWC facility in Kansas City.

On February 23 there is a Weather Requirements workshop in DC, so Dino and Danny Sims have a conflict.

Mark Huberdeau asked if the CCFP Applications Subgroup could meet on the 24th or the 22nd. This will explored among the subgroup members.

Future meetings of the WAWG will take place in conjunction with the CTFM meetings. The CTFM meetings are currently scheduled for May 3-5 and September 20-22, 2005, locations to be determined.
