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Problem Statement: 





Lack of common situational awareness and satisfactory procedures for resolving congestion leads to inefficient route selection, economic loss to the users, and degradation of the safety of flight.. 





Objectives: 





Develop and implement procedures and technology that will continue to sustain the Collaborative Routing movement with consideration to the problem statement. To also develop procedures and  technology that will be needed to integrate into the Free Flight Era. 





Course of action: 





Develop two subgroups within the Collaborative Routing subgroup, one to identify the necessary procedural and technical changes required and the other to develop the necessary technology. The groups would be as follows: 





Operational subgroup 


This group would be comprised of operational personnel from both the FAA and the users of the NAS system. They would be responsible for identifying and prioritizing operational needs and issues. They would also develop the scenarios and the necessary procedures and recommended technology for development by the Tech subgroup. 





Tech subgroup


This group would be comprised of the technical people from academia, the government, vendors and industry necessary to develop the needed technology recommended by the Operational subgroup.
