Airspace Flow Programs (AFP) checklist for issuing FCA and delay program
FCA Create process from stored FCA

· Recall the stored FCA through the FEA/FCA menu


DCC file folder is 0_AFP/CLASSIC or DCC file folder is 0_AFP/DYNAMIC
· Recall FCAxxx with the “Retain Saved start Time” radio selected

Verify start and end time – (This is a 24 hour period) Adjust if required to begin at the top of the next hour.  I.E. if the current time is 1342 set the start time to 1400 and end time to 1300.

· Set domain to Public 

· Set type to FCA

DO NOT Select FSM Eligible check box at this time

· Reason should default to weather, if not select weather

Click on OK

FCA will start and be renamed by automation to FCAxxx (xxx represents the default numbering assignment)

· In the FEA/FCA menu, select FEA/FCA

· In the Select FEA/FCA locate the new FCAxxx

· Highlight and edit

· In the Create FEA/FCA Dialog box

· Rename the FCAxxx to FCAxxx (A05, A06, A08, OB1, etc..)
· Check the FSM Eligible box at this time.

· Click on OK

The Classic FCAxxx is established. 

· From the FSM interface click on Open Data Set 

· Click on the All Live tab

· Expand the FEAs/FCAs folder 

· Locate the FCAxxx and highlight

· Click on Apply

· After the FSM starts monitoring FCAxxx
Set the AAR through the FSM: TFMS Tools;ADL AAR/ADR; Modify AAR/ADR – For FCAxxx set the initial AAR = (The Highest one hour of the current demand) per hour.  

NOTE: This will prevent data errors caused by pushing flights past the end time of the AFP to the end of the FCA time.
· Wait for the new AAR to reflect in the ADL and display on the bar graph. This can take two ADL cycles.

· Select GDT Mode, verify that the program opened for modeling is FCAxxx
Use the Scenario sheet to input the program parameters in the GDT setup panel:
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
