TAP (TFMS Auxiliary Platform ) – Process

The testing may be requested against the current operational release or the development release.  
· There are two separate TAPs (TAP2 – Development, TAP3 – Current System). 
· If more than two CDM members are testing, there will need to be a coordination of scenarios as they will interact.  

The TFM helpdesk will be the Point of Contact (POC) for requesting testing and any issues that come up during the testing.  The TFM helpdesk can be reached at (609) 485-9601
CDM members will contact the TFM helpdesk with the request for testing 48 hour in advance.  
· Customers should work through connectivity before connecting to a TAP for scenario testing. This will reduce potential errors in testing against the scenarios.

· If connecting to TAP2, the Program Office requires coordination to assure proper support.
· Note: TAP2 is the development connection; Customers should verify which version of the systems is running.  TAP2 may not be available if FAA testing is scheduled.
TAPs are available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Support for issues beyond the TFM helpdesk may not be available during non-business hours.  Coordination is required for after-hours support beyond the TFM helpdesk.

Only CDM members can conduct testing on the TAPs, if a developer is working for a CDM member, the connection needs to be made from the CDM member’s system.

All programs and FCA’s are entered manually by the TFM helpdesk personnel.
