Integrated Reporting Information System (IRIS)

The Integrated Reporting Information System (IRIS) is designed specifically to support post operations analysis and reporting of National Airspace System (NAS) performance by providing high-level information and statistics as well as the ability to drill down to view flight details, flight tracks, flight plan history, and Traffic Flow Management System (TFMS) message history. IRIS supports the Collaborative Decision Making (CDM) community in its reporting and analytical efforts to eliminate unnecessary delay by identifying ways to improve program performance. The IRIS system provides the capability to integrate data from two databases: the Flight Schedule Analyzer (FSA) database and the Post Operations Evaluation Tool (POET) database.  POET has been terminated and is no longer in use.
IRIS Facts:

· Provides a dynamic, interactive, Web-based animated map

· Allows users to explore NAS functions, using a variety of performance metrics including departure, en route, arrival, and filed versus flown flight tracks

· Allows users to easily access, filter, and visualize flight information from the TFMS data archive

· Offers a built-in collection of powerful data-mining tools

· Presents results to the user in a variety of reports, tables, charts, and graphic displays
