Standard Operating Procedures (SOP)

For

Adding CDM Participants 

Effective Date: April 1, 1999
1. Inquirer makes initial contact regarding becoming a CDM participant and accessing CDM data.

2. Inquirer is advised that:

(a) CDM data is based on industry data and is considered proprietary,

(b) CDM data is the property of the industry and cannot be released without the approval of the data providers,

(c) CDM data is intended to support daily management of aircraft flight operations,

(d) Only aircraft operators that provide individual CDM data will receive aggregate FAA CDM data,

(e) FAA will provide the proprietary CDM data to CDM participants only, and

(f) CDM data will be encrypted and filtered.

3. Candidate CDM participants are directed to contact the CDM Industry POC:

4. Industry POC:

(a) Discusses CDM with inquirer to confirm that inquirer is a candidate for access CDM data.  

(b) If eligible, POC advises CDMnet Steering Committee that inquirer satisfies the conditions of a CDM data recipient.

5. CDMnet Steering Committee affirms the determination to industry POC and authorizes the release of the proprietary CDM data.

6. Industry POC provides the inquirer with the documents listed in Appendix A.

7. Industry POC notifies FAA CDM POC that inquirer will be submitting ASDI and CDM MOAs.

8. Inquirer submits signed ASDI MOA, NBAA Code of Conduct, and CDM MOA to the FAA CDM POC.

9. FAA CDM POC:

(a) Gets FAA signature (ATO-200) on ASDI and CDM  MOAs

(b) Determines if inquirer must attend CDM training; if yes, assigns to next available course; if no, grants a waiver

(c) Notifies inquirer of MOA signatures and CDM class assignment (if any) and returns copy of signed MOAs to inquirer

(d) Provides inquirer with POC for Flight Schedule Monitor  (Metron) and CDM data interface (Volpe). 

(e) Notifies Metron that inquirer is authorized to receive FSM S/W and documents. 

(f) Notifies VNTSC that inquirer is approved for the physical interface and system testing only.  

(g) Provides industry POC with a copy of the signed CDM MOA.

10. Inquirer:

(a) Contacts Metron regarding FSM software and documentation.

(b) Contacts a CDM service provider regarding CDM data communications interface.

(c) Contacts Volpe to arrange for testing of the CDM data feed. 

11. FAA:  

(a) Conducts training for inquirer in the CDM concept, operation, and analysis capabilities.

(b) Monitors inquirer’s pre-operational testing with Volpe regarding inquirer’s data exchange capabilities and CDM data quality.
