Proposed Rules of Engagement:





I.  Roles and Responsibilities:





	A.  Air Traffic Control-Traffic Flow Management will:





		1) Monitor the National Airspace System (NAS) for constraints  that produce capacity and demand problems  (e.g., runway closures, weather fronts, etc...).





		2) Make these constraints known to the users of the NAS.





		3)  In cooperation with the users, develop a base line solution to the problem created by the constraint.





	B.  Airline Operational Control (AOC) will:





		1) Keep ATC-TFM informed of current operational demand and intent.





		2)  Provide airline business need plans and designs within the general baseline solution provided by ATC-TFM (e.g., cancellations/substitutions in response to a ground delay program).  





II.  General Rules:





	A.  Rationing of resources shall be done from scheduled demand (not modeled demand).  This will eliminate the double-penalty issue associated with airlines providing updated schedule information.  





	B.  Updated schedule information from AOC should consist of delays from schedule, cancellations and newly created flights.





	C.  A time cycle should be established for the transfer of updated data.  This would create periods of time when the data is stable and allow for cooperative decision making.





	D.  Each participating airline shall receive the aggregate view of actual airport demand.  In the case of an issued GDP the new aggregate view will not be available to AOC until the first round of slot exchanges has been completed.





	E.  If ATC-TFM uses techniques such as "compression" during a GDP each airline should be allowed to decide if it will participate or use current rules to benefit from its own cancellations and delays.





	F.  AOC must be able to see the consequences of its cancellations on both internal swaps only and swaps after "compression" before cancellations are considered submitted and finalized (this will require access to the FADE prototype system).
