Switching to Simplified Subs

Following are the steps for switching your substitution process from the SI messages (CNX-SUB, RPL-SUB, EXC-EXC) to the simplified subs (SS) messages. If you are implementing simplified subs and do not currently do substitutions, you should ignore the references to the SI message feed. Contact information is provided at the end of this document.

1. Send us your Simplified Sub configuration information.

You must provide the following information at least two weeks before the date on which you plan to try to send SS messages. This section explains the information ETMS needs. A checklist for the items you need to provide is at the end of this document

A. Client Authorization Data

If you will be sending SS messages over CDMNET, we need to know what IP addresses the messages will be coming from. These addresses need to get into our firewall and application. These are not likely to be the same addresses you get ADLs from, and therefore may not already be configured. When you send us these addresses, also let us know how many concurrent SS clients you are planning to run. Each client needs to have its own client name and tag.

If you are sending SS messages over ARINC, we need to know what ARINC addresses we should expect the messages from. These may be the same addresses you are using for your SI messages.

B. Bridge-Only Status

If you were sending SI messages and were a bridge-only carrier. we need to know the airports where you were previously a bridge-only carrier (NOTE: your bridge-only status will be removed when you switch to simplified subs).

C. Subbing Relationships

If you plan to submit SS messages for other carriers (e.g., affiliated regional carriers), you must provide us with a list of those carriers. If the relationship is for a particular flight number range, or for a particular set of arrival airports, provide that as well. If this is a carry-over of an existing relationship for the SI messages, no additional authorization is required. If this is a new relationship, FAA requires written notice (FAX or e-mail) from the affiliated carriers.

D. GDP Format

If you are sending SI messages, you are getting GDPs issued to you over ARINC in the EDCT list format. With simplified subs, you get a new format – the slot list. When you switch to SS messages, you have the option to get only the old format, only the new format, or both. Getting both may be a good option if you want to preserve the ability to switch back to the SI messages.

If you are going to keep the old format EDCT list, you must let us know where you want that data to go (a possible answer is the same addresses it already goes to).

If you are going to get the new format slot lists, you need to let us know whether you want it to one or more ARINC addresses, and/or over CDMNET.

E. Other SS Messages

With simplified subs, there is a new set of messages issued by ETMS to notify you of events like subs being turned off, GDPs being terminated, and control times being update by FAA. You must let us know if you want these messages. If so, do you want them to ARINC addresses, over CDMNET, or both.

F. Contact Information

You should provide us with a contact name and number for any simplified subs issues that might arise during your operational use of the SS messages.

2. Configure your SS client

Once you have provided your configuration information to ETMS, you will be assigned client tags for your simplified subs clients. Your SS software must use these tags in order to connect to ETMS.

3. Deploy data feed changes for hold flags.

If you have modified your regular CDM data feed (that is, your normal FX and/or FM messages) to include the setting of the hold flag, you should deploy this change prior to the date on which you will start sending SS messages. The setting of these flags will not interfere with the processing of your SI messages

Prior to switching your feed, please call the ETMS operations support number at (617-494-2556). Notify them that you are upgrading your CDM data feed. After you are done, call again and ask them to verify that the data appears to be flowing properly.

4. Notify FAA you are ready.

At least one day prior to your use of simplified subs, call the CSA desk at the ATCSCC and notify them that you are planning to switch to simplified subs on what date. They will verify that the configurations on the ETMS side are all ready to go for you.

5. When you switch to simplified subs: keep us all posted.

If you run into any immediate problem, contact the CSA immediately. Keep the CDM community informed as to how it goes over the exploder.

6. If you decide to fall back to SI messages, notify the CSA.

If you have a problem with the SS messages, you can switch back immediately to your old tool. The only requirement is that you “re-synch” with your old sub tool prior to generating any subs. If you do have to switch back, you should notify the CSA right away and let them know what the problem was, and how long you expect to be in that mode.

NOTES:

· If you plan to stay in this mode for a while, you might want to ask the CSA to restore your bridge-only status.

· Once you fall back to the old way of doing things, you cannot fall forward again during that same GDP (i.e., same airport, same day). The safest thing for you might be to not switch back to the SS messages until the start of a new air traffic day.

7. When you are committed to simplified subs, notify CSA.

At this point the CSA will take out the obsolete configuration information specific to the SI messages. This will include:

· Stopping your feed of the EDCT lists (you will only get the new slot lists).

· Removing any ARINC addresses that you were using only to send SI messages.
