1.  Discussed the upcoming End of Season Review (EOSR) and CDM meeting scheduled for October 29-31.  We reviewed and finalized our team’s power point presentation for the CDM day.  We will not have enough team members attending in order to plan for a meeting during EOSR.  

2. CSG Meeting November 12:  Charlie and Jill are scheduled to brief the CSG on our recommendation regarding AFPs in DAS mode. Charlie mentioned that there were some odd things in some of the data, Jill took an IOU to research.  Jill and Charlie will also be prepared to brief/answer questions regarding our TBFM scheduled departure time data recommendations.  We are anticipating new tasking that will include a review of the data quality report card and metrics.  Currently, only one member of the team appears to have access to the data quality report card.  Frank took this item for action.  

The team has a list of potential automation enhancements.  Per Frank’s direction, if an item on the list falls under our tasking, then we are able to work on the issue.

3. Discussed our recommendation regarding delays for flights when a GDP is implemented after an AFP.  Tim brought up the point that we need to ensure the language of the written recommendation is clear enough to explain the difference of the time when a GDP/AFP is published vs. the GDP/AFP start time.  All agreed.  

4. Discussed UDP using zero reserve rate when the demand is below capacity.  A document explaining when to use a zero reserve rate was posted on the CDM training web site.  Jill completed a power point with notes pages.  The power point will be uploaded to the web site as a training aid.
