Situational Assessment and Problem Statement:

As the development of new departure and arrival procedures are published and implemented, the process currently applied by Traffic Managers in the issuance of required routes needs to adapt.  Given the FET involvement in the development of Playbook Routes, the FET is well suited to review the current practice of assigning reroutes from origin to departure, including the use of Preferred Departure and Arrival Routes (PDR/PAR).

Project Description and Scope of Work: 

The FET is tasked with reviewing the current process of developing and issuing required reroutes.  From this review, recommendations shall be provided regarding its conformance with NextGen concepts of Optimal Climb/Decent processes. Initial recommendations are expected by April 30, 2013.

The FET will also review the current playbook routes for revision to departure center fixes to arrival center fixes, allowing ERAM and future automation to apply runway specific adaptations.  Finally, the FET will review the current application of protected segments, and recommend any changes to the reroute process in accordance with NextGen concepts.

FET is additionally tasked with reviewing the capabilities and routing options associated with the use of ADS-B. Initial focus areas may be the Gulf of Mexico and WATRS Areas, but may expand to other locals depending on the team’s research.

Critical Assumptions and Risk Management:

As the FET assisted in the creation of playbook routes, they are well-equipped with members knowledgeable in the areas of routes, and route creation and adaptation. 

Line of Vision:

This task is supported by the FAA goal of enhancing Traffic Management Tools in partnership with the airlines and other segments of aviation through the CDM process.
