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Situational Assessment and Problem Statement:
Outside of the 2013 change to the CCFP forecast time periods, it has been several years since the requirements for CCFP have been reviewed and/or changed. Given improvements in science and technology, we have seen advances in the ability to forecast and disseminate weather information. Stakeholder comments received during the 2013 convective season reflected the community’s desire to see revisions to the CCFP of coverage, intensity, echo height, and forecaster confidence. In addition, the CDM WET sub team is developing the Operational Bridging Concept and the Aviation Weather Statement for potential application to TFM. 

The time is right to review the current requirements of the CCFP and determine if any of the criteria for forecast coverage, intensity, echo height, forecast content, period and timing, and verification can be modified so that the TFM community can take advantage of these science and technological advances. 

Project Description and Scope of Work: 
The CSG tasks the WET with reviewing CCFP criteria and providing recommendations for changes to the CSG by December 31, 2013. To the degree possible, the goal is to incorporate enhancements for the 2014 convective season and establish a framework and timeline for incorporating any additional suggestions that require additional time.
Critical Assumptions and Risk Management:
This tasking is low-risk and primarily reliant on the capabilities of the meteorological community to incorporate any resulting recommendations into the CCFP forecasting process. A current copy to the Aviation Weather Center CCFP Product Description Document will be provided to the WET for this task. Line of Vision:

A key objective of the FAA’s destination 2025 is Delivering Aviation Access through Innovation, and more specifically maintaining system capacity, performance and predictability during adverse weather. This CSG tasking supports the Destination 2025 goal of identifying and implementing procedures and technology to improve current and predictive weather information and reduce weather delays.
