 To All:


 Here is what was decided at the daily download discussion last Thursday:


 


 1.  An air carrier shall send in a message for every flight.  At least four carriers (and apparently more) already do this.  The remaining carriers should do this ASAP.  The current working rule is that a carrier should send it all its messages for a day by 0800Z, or it should send in the message for each flight at least fifteen hours before planned departure.  It is desirable that a carrier makes an effort to send in cancellations for all flights in the OAG that are not flying.


 


 2.  Volpe shall ASAP put onto its web page daily information about time-out cancels so that the Command Center and airlines can spot and fix chronic problems.


 


 3.  Volpe shall allow a carrier to request the data on its flights from the CDM database.  A new message will be created for this request.


 


 4.  A carrier shall develop the capability to compare the data in the CDM database to the data in its own database and shall be able to send CDM messages to Volpe to bring the two databases into line.


 


 5.  The Daily Download Task Force shall write requirements and specification documents that cover items 1 through 4 and shall bring them back to the main CDM working group for discussion and approval.


 


 6.  Once the CDM working group has agreed on requirements and specifications, a schedule will be drawn up.  The tentative working schedule is that the items 1 and 2 will be completed within the next six months.  Items 3 and 4 will be completed within a year.  Item 5 will be completed within 3 months.
