Airline Compliance Workbooks

The compliance workbooks that are sent to the airlines consist of three spreadsheets: a compliance spreadsheet, an updates spreadsheet, and a GDP Summary spreadsheet.  Workbooks are sent to each major airline daily, so the workbooks will contain any flights for that major airline or sub carrier.

Compliance Spreadsheet

The compliance spreadsheet will list any flight for that major or sub carrier that had a departure compliance outside of the compliance window being used (currently -5/+5).  Certain flights are excluded from this list such as internationals, flights that were flagged as data anomalies, flights that had a CTD at departure earlier than their PGTD, and also flights that had a ground stop control type when they departed.  The spreadsheet is formatted in outline form.  There is a summary level for each flight, and then the user can expand the summary record to get detailed information on the flight.  Expansion for a flight is done by clicking the plus sign that appears below the flight of interest.  To see the detailed level for all flights, the user can select the ‘2’ on the top left hand side of the spreadsheet.  The fields that are listed in the summary level are:

· ACID – aircraft identifier

· DCENTER – departure center for the flight

· ORIG – departure airport

· DEST – arrival airport

· CTD – control time of departure when the flight departed (format is DD/HHMM)

· ETD – estimated time of departure when the flight departed (format is 

DD/HHMM)

· DIFF – the difference between the ETD and CTD (ETD – CTD)

· OCTD – first control time of departure when flight originally became controlled

· CTL_TYPE AT DEPARTURE – flight’s control type when it departed

· REASONS/COMMENTS – a flag denoting if a reasons and comments for the flight were entered through Real Time FSA.  Flag will only be set to ‘Y’

The detail flight information lists any record for that flight where the CTD or control_type changed.  The departure record is highlighted in yellow.  At this level the fields listed are:

· Update_Time – the ADL time of that record

· ETD_PREFIX – prefix for the ETD.  Denotes if ETD was based on a scheduled time, airline time, actual runway time, early intent time, taxi time, or an estimated time.

· CTD – control time of departure for that specific update time

· CTL_TYPE – the control type for the flight at that specific update time

If the Reason/Comments field in the summary level is set to ‘Y’, additional fields will appear in the detail level of a flight.  These fields are:

· Time Submitted – the time the reason and comment were submitted to Real time FSA (in the format of DD/HHMM)

· Facility – the facility identifier where the comment was entered

· Reason – the reason the flight was non-compliant

· Comment – any comments that were entered about the flight being non-complaint

Updates Spreadsheet

The updates spreadsheet will list any updates for the major carrier or sub carriers that were done through the ECR tool or ETMS/FSM.  Certain fields will only be populated if the update was through the ECR tool.  These fields are: Earliest CTD, Max Delay, Reason, ECR Option, SWAP, and Delay Reduction.  The fields listed in this report are:

· ACID – aircraft identifier

· ORIG – departure airport

· DEST – arrival airport

· IGTD – initial gate time of departure

· Update Time – the time the message was sent if processed through ECR.  If update was through ETMS/FSM, it is the ADL reflect time

· Earliest CTD – the earliest control time of departure that the flight can receive (Entered by user.  Only for ECR updates)

· Max Delay – maximum number of additional delay in minutes (Entered by user.  Only for ECR updates)

· Previous CTD – the control time of departure before the update was processed

· Previous CTA – the control time of arrival before the update was processed

· Updated CTD – the new control time of departure after the update was processed

· Updated CTA – the new control time of arrival after the update was processed

· Reason – the reason for the update request (only for ECR updates)

· ECR Option – type of option used when generating the new control time of departure (only for ECR updates)

· Swap – denotes if a flight was swappable.  Flag will be set to ‘Y’ if it was or ‘N’ if it wasn’t swappable (only for ECR updates)

· Delay Reduction – Number of minutes that could have been reduced if the flight was swappable.  Will only be populated if Swap is set to ‘Y’

GDP Summary Spreadsheet

This spreadsheet will list all airports that had Ground Delay Program for the particular day.  Airports will be listed alphabetically.  A summary of the GDP events are listed for each airport including the model time of the event, the type of event, the airport acceptance rate, and the exemption criteria.
